Murder of a policeman, Negative Peak

This is an article out of a well known weekly magazine in Germany. The Focus is actually focused on political issues and not a part of the “yellow press”.

The magazine gives a report of a criminal migrant who has murdered a policeman and robbed a gas station. He was condemned.

The man applied for asylum to avoid imprisonment. He withdraws this application after he could convince a social worker of his positive development. He got mitigation of his sentence; a court therefore rejected the application of custody pending deportation, the man applied for asylum again, moved into an accommodation for asylum seekers and than submerged.

This article shows how delicate and divers the issue of integration and public opinion really can be.

POLICE MURDER 

Negative peak 
Since the summer of '94 in Munich, there is raging a controversy over the deportation of foreign offenders 
The Munich Chief Prosecutor Dieter Emrich spoke from experience: "Young offenders are more and more organizing gangs that are increasingly armed and are getting faster relapse." Just as Boro Matic, 22 arrested for the robbery of a gas station and murder of a police officer, who started his criminal career in the age of 17.

The experience of the investigators have not yet spread to all courts. Thus, the district court issued Neuburg / Donau forgave Matic (convicted of serious theft, dangerous bodily injury) in October 1993 at least 440 days of the remaining sentence of three years and two months 
The Munich Kreisverwaltungsreferat (KVR) as the regulatory authority issued an immediate expulsion order against the Bosnian. The KVR feared Matic "could again resort to violence." The convict lodged an appeal. Again the judge in Neuburg relied on the "positive development" which had a social worker had certified Matic and rejected the deportation. 
Matic was not an isolated incident, more often, the public order in deportation cases-biting in the courts and the Munich city government to red-green granite. In the summer of 1994 the dispute of the foreigners deported escalated from KVR-boss Hans-Peter Uhl (CSU) on one side and 

Mayor Christian Ude (SPD) and his foreigner’s Ombudsman Rudolf Brettmeister on the other side. Brettmeister denounced Uhl's complaints about "enforcement problems in the area of the expulsion of foreigners delinquent" as a "negative peak". 
After the murder of the police office, Ude suddenly praises the persistent KVR and presents a new scapegoat: the Federal Zirndorfer body for asylum. 

ITS SIMPLE TRICKS 


o SUSPECTED REGRET 
Matic perpetrated in 1989 with the gang of Petar Vrbatovic (available in connection with the murder of Sedlmayr) several robberies, allegedly. In 1991 the accomplice told the police, he only kept cave.


o Willing to leave the country
Matic was sentenced to three years and two months imprisonment. To escape the prison, he filed the motion that the authorities should expel him. Later he withdrew his application for designation. 


o REPORT AND ASYLUM 
Matic adopted 440 days in prison because the social worker conjured up "positive developments". Therefore, the court also rejected the deportation. Matic applied for asylum, moved in November 1994 in an asylum accommodation and dove for it. 


WARNERS, BRAKESMEN, and SCAPEGOATS

"You have indeed a contempt in committing the indicated physical integrity. The fear is obvious that access again to violence in a similar situation…” 

Expulsion order by the Munich District Administration Unit (KVR) against Boro Matic, 14 10. 93 
"Both the enforcement director of the Prison Neuburg-Herrenwörth, as well as the.social worker certifies  a positive development. " 
Decision of the District Court of 22 Neuburg 10. 93 against deportation 
"Der Beschlußvortrag (of the KVR, d. Red) reaches one of his negative peaks, when the council is informed, that the District Administration Office in the field of removal of criminal aliens. has enforcement problems, ,. . It is intolerable that a local authority. . . complains that referring to young offenders, the courts refrain from prison to allow them a re-socialization 

In December 1994 mayor Ude states in council document on KVR-actions, to his foreigner ombudsman Rudolf Brettmeister:  “offenders (such Matic) could not be deported quickly enough”…
