The “Bild Zeitung” is one of Germany’s best known “Yellow Press” paper. In the usual manner the paper presents a big serial about young criminal migrants and their victims.

It summons aggressive and brutal acts of migrants against mostly German citizens. The report and the serial is written in the classical mixture of some truth, some sensible arguments and “out of life” descriptions which makes it so hard to tell what really was happening.

The other article is out of a renowned paper in Berlin the “Tagesspiegel”. It shows a totally different side of integration and its problems: the growing rivalries between gangs of different migrant groups.

In comparison both articles show how multifaceted the phenomenon is when you are talking about integration of migrants it shows the global shape of the problems that develop when persons move or have to leave their home.

Young foreign criminals put the police worried 

The evolution to more violence investigators have long noticed now the time seems ripe i to discuss the consequences 
Some people do not believe it, but the statistics of the police, it says clearly: One of three young non-German descent on a criminal offense. The police had expected that the worst news by the new crime statistics would be irritating and shaking: Less crime, even less brutality crimes among young people - but rising delinquency among young men from 

immigrant families. 


This fits with the current multicultural debates, and therefore the police have noted in their statistics on development. "Now the time is ripe," says the Landespräventionsbeauftragte Susanne Bauer. The problems with youths of immigrant origin were known for years - but now the society is prepared to seriously take in account the police evidence and to consider, "what can be done." There are  the records of juvenile offenders –the ones the police strikes often and as particularly brutal –of whom the investigators say that you have to consider  the circumstances under which many children grow up. And why they get brutalised so that they get well known to the police, with 14 as a bat, or a knife-wielding rapist. 

Extended families live in a small space, children sleep on the floor, have no toys, not even the opportunity to learn German. You will not find “normal" circumstances "in the 500 files ," says Susanne Bauer. She knows that she is nothing new when she speaks about the parents of the Palestinian boys coming from camps. 

For the ex-Yugoslavs it is the imprint of civil war, many Turks, have an orientation to archaic values. With that it is also quite clear who - besides the parents and young people - is responsible for the development: one must "begin quite soon," take care of migrant children, says Bauer. Above all, they would have to learn German. Otherwise, they will eventually meet the chief prosecutor Manfred Schweitzer or any of his colleagues from the Department Intensivtäter. The prosecutor Schweitzer sees the same causes of brutalising, which also appoints Susan Bauer. Results in increased fighting between youth gangs: Ten to 15 young men, ethnically mixed, beat one another. “Since the beginning”, says Schweitzer,” the incidence rate among the youth violence has exploded".
